INTERNATIONAL STUDENT APPLICATION 

STATEMENT OF UNDERSTANDING

Please read the statements below carefully.  You must agree to each of these statements before you will be considered for admission.

1. I understand that the cost for my education at Liberty Christian School is at least $2,100 per year.  I must provide additional funds to cover fees and living expenses.

2. I understand that the $ 20 application fee is non-refundable.

3. I understand that if I cannot be at Liberty Christian School on or before the date specified on the I-20, I must return the form immediately.  If I wish to defer my admission, I may request a new I-20 when I return the old I-20, but I may be required to update financial support documents over one year old.

4. I understand that if I am to be considered for admission, I must be in good standing with my previous school.  

5. I understand that I must not be married or have been formerly married, nor can I have fathered or conceived a child.

6. I understand that I must participate in and pay for required school activities; i.e., school field trips, etc.

7. I understand that Liberty Christian School is not responsible for locating a host family for me.

8. I understand that Liberty Christian School will offer classroom modifications for international students in grades 7-8.  I further understand that if I am in grades 9-12 and wish to receive high school credits, I must be able to not only do the work assigned to me by my instructors but also complete all work assigned to me..

9. I understand that I must pay for tuition in two payments with each payment due before the beginning of the new semester.  I understand the first semester begins September 1, 2009, and end January 15, 2010, and the second semester begins January 18, 2010, and ends May 28, 2010.  I also understand that the first payment of $1,400 and all fees are non-refundable.
10. I understand that Liberty Christian School expects the student to maintain Christian standards of courtesy, kindness, morality and honesty.  The school further requires each student to refrain from profanity, indecent language, gambling, cheating, sexual immorality, stealing, the use of any type of tobacco, drugs, alcohol and pornographic materials and from participation in unlawful, violent or destructive acts.

11. In the event of serious illness or accident, and I cannot be reached immediately, I give my consent and permission to LCS to have my child moved by ambulance or other expedient means to a doctor or medical treatment facility.  The attending physician and/or paramedics have permission to administer medical treatment as needed.

12. I give permission to the school nurse or appropriate school staff to administer basic medical need.  These may include:  treating insect bites; cleaning a minor skin abrasion or wound; applying ice to a bruise, etc.  The school may also dispense to my child Tylenol or Ibuprofen according to directions.  (Any medical exceptions or medical issues not in accordance with this agreement must be provided in an attached signed and dated note.)

13. I have read and will follow the “Basic Standard of Dress.” 

14. I understand that I am expected to abide by these standards throughout my enrollment at Liberty Christian School.  Students found to be out of harmony with Liberty Christian School’s ideals of work and life may be asked to withdraw whenever the general welfare of the student body demands it.
